It proved a winning score with Williamson left to rue missing a short putt that would have put him into a playoff.

The all Ampfield pairing of Jon Barnes and John Hazell won the Pro-Am title with a twelve-under-par score of 96. They
pushed James Pitcher (Romsey) and Jack Stubbington into second place after a last eighteen count-back, despite
Pitcher’s ‘Hole-in-On’ at the sixteenth.

Third place went to Derry Goodburn (Osborne) and Scott Meek (98) with Mark Williamson and Dave King (98) in
fourth.
